BiG on Business 
in Buffalo Grove!

JULIE, Inc. (Joint Utility Locating Information for Exca-
vators) is a not-for-profit corporation that provides
homeowners and professional excavators with one free
place to call for safe digging. There are a number of util-
ities underground that you want to avoid if you plan to
dig on your property such as pipelines, natural gas, elec-
tric and communication lines.

Homeowners and professional excavators are
required by law to contact JULIE prior to any exca-
vation project, no matter how small. JULIE serves as
a message handling notification service for under-

ground facility owners, taking information about
planned excavations and contacting the appropriate
utility companies. It is then the responsibility of each
organization to mark the location of their underground
facilities at the excavation site.

Call no more than two weeks, but at least 48 hours,
before you begin digging (not including weekends and
holidays). Utilities will then mark their underground
pipes, wires and cables with stakes, flags or paint. 

Wait The Required Amount of Time
You may not begin your excavation before the dig start
time of your ticket, even if all utilities have been
marked. However, you must begin your project within
14 days of your contact with JULIE.

Paint left on the property will be washed away after the
first or second large rain.

Become a partner in damage prevention and avoid dam-
ages by following these four important steps:

• Call before you dig
• Wait the required amount of time
• Respect the marks
• Dig with care
